They are ergonomically shaped 
to fit the finger. This is much more comfortable than a round ring 
and seriously reduces them from rolling around the finger.

Completing the package, you’ll find, in the diamonds section of 
this site, that we sell GIA certificated diamonds, over a 
half-carat, at really great prices. 
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We think you’ll also see we’re as picky about the stones we sell as 
the jewelery, carefully sifting the market for only the top 2% of 
available stones in cut grade to ensure maximum beauty.
